During the Bronze Age the sea level was about 15-20 meters higher than
today. Remains of impressive monuments can be found on hills and cliffs
that used to be close to the sea. Cairns are the oldest cultural heritage
on Bolaerne. Cairns were grave monuments for the elite, built on hills and
visible from afar. Travelers would know that powerful families resided in
the area. Cairns also aided navigation. The sea and the sun’s trajectory
was connected to movement and journey. Maybe people believed that the lllustrasjon: Arkikon
ocean connected the worlds of the living and the dead? Inside the cairn, a
coffin was made of flat rocks placed around the body, and the grave was
