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Store Faerder (1697) is Norway’s 2nd oldest lighthouse. Four families lived here for
generations as lighthouse keepers, pilots and fish farmers until the beacon was
moved to Tristein in 1857. Cultural artefacts are marked with 4 small signs you will
see on your way up to the lighthouse. The Friends of Store Faerder and the county
Cultural Heritage Society work to preserve local history here. Happy trails!
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
